1) PFD OR BUOYANCY JACKET IS OBLIGATORY ON THE TOTAL LENGTH OF THE RACE  
2) FOR ALL RACERS (Inflatables lifejackets are forbidden) 

2)   ALL EMBARCATIONS MUST BE MADE INSUBMERSIBLE, VIA USE OF THE AIRBAGS OR 
CLOSED BULKHEADS (except SUP) 

3)   RACERS ARE NOT ALLOWED TO CHANGE BOATS DURING THE COURSE, WITH 
THEW FOLLOWING EXCEPTIONS: 

          K1 OR SUP IN RELAIE, BUT BOTH EQUIPIERS SHOULD USE THE SAME TYPE 
OF THE BOAT 

          IN CASE A BOAT IS BROKEN, IT CAN BE CHANGED FOR THE SAME TYPE OF 
BOAT (K1 FLATWATER TO K1 FLATWATER, FOR EXAMPLE)  

4)   IT IS PROHIBITED TO RECEIVE RAVITAILLEMENT FROM SOMEONE OUTSIDE THE 
RACE, APART FROM SPECIFICALLY DEDICATED FEEDING ZONES OR DRINK STOPS 

5)   RELAIE SWAPS CAN ONLY BE MADE IN THE FOOD ZONES OR AT DRINK STOPS 

6)   MALPAS RAPID (3 km AFTER DEPART) : OBLIGATORY PASSAGE ON THE LEFT OF 
THE ISLAND, STAY ALONG THE LEFT BANK LONG BEFORE THE RAPID  

(RAPID WILL BE INDICATED BY THE ORGANISER'S BOAT 200 M BEFORE) 

7)   CARENNAC BARRAGE (km 45) : RACERS ARE ALLOWED TO SHOOT (LEFT-CENTRE) 
OR PORTAGE. CHOICE IS DEPENDENT ON THE TYPE OF THE BOAT - IF DECIDED TO 
PORTAGE, START TOWARDS THE LEFT BANK LONG BEFOREHAND 

8)   IT IS OBLIGATORY FOR ANY RACER TO HELP ANY BOAT OR EQUIPAGE IN DANGER 

9)   ALL RULES, GIVEN IN THE RACE DESCRIPTION, STAY OBLIGATORY 

10)  FINAL CLASSIFICATION WILL BE MADE IN TWO SEPARATE CATEGORIES - IN 
RELAIE AND INDIVIDUAL
